Posting Policies
Residence Halls

Posting in all residence halls will be designated by “Election Posting Area” signs, posted throughout the halls. Candidate posting may be done only in these areas.  Posting outside the residence halls is prohibited.
Freshmen Quad [Stalnaker, Crawford, Carpenter, and Herriot]: 
There are five floors, and each floor has one designated posting area. 


Goodwin-Kirk:
On the 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th floors, we have set up three posting areas. There is one posting area in the basement.
 
Jewett: 
There are three floors, and each floor has two posting areas, except for the first floor. On the 2nd and 3rd floors, there is one posting area on each end of the main hallways. On the first floor, there is one posting area. 
Morehouse: 
There are four floors, and each floor has one designated posted area.

Academic/Other Building Posting Policies

Aliber Hall

No outside posting. No posting on glass or doors. No posting in entryways of building. Board on the lower level as well as round, carpeted bulletin boards on the first floor are for posting.  

Carnegie Hall

No outside posting. Nothing on glass or doors. Post only on public bulletin boards.

Fine Arts Center (FAC)

No outside posting. No posting on glass or doors. Posting allowed in other areas where postings appear.

Harvey Ingham/Pharmacy/Fitch

Outside posting allowed only on the large concrete pillar near the Pharmacy building. No posting on glass or doors or painted surfaces. There is one pillar on the first floor of the Pharmacy/Science building where posting is allowed. Posting on all other pillars is prohibited.

Howard Hall

No outside posting. No posting on glass or doors. Posting allowed where other postings appear.

Hubbell Dining Hall and Spikes

No outside posting. To post anything in either building, take your poster to the Hubbell office where it will be stamped for approval and date. At this time the secretary will put the poster into either the Hubbell or Spikes bin. The manager will take care of the posting. Posting may be done outside on the wall near the stairs on the Stalnaker side of Hubbell (Outside Spike’s).

Medbury Hall

No outside posting. Indoor posting allowed only on bulletin boards. Use pins or tacks provided, not staples.

Education building

No outside posting. No posting on glass or doors. Posting allowed in other areas where postings appear.

Meredith Hall

No outside posting allowed.  No postings in the corners of the building, or on the windows.  Inside posting allowed on or near public bulletin boards, in stairwells, and on the tables and benches in the north and south lobbies. No posting allowed on the grids near the two large lecture halls on the first floor. No posting or chalking on the black sidewalks outside of the building.

Old Main/Cole Hall

No posting.

Olin Hall

No outside posting.  No posting on glass or doors. Postings allowed in other areas where postings appear.

Olmsted Center

No outside posting. Indoor posting allowed on each of the magnetic bulletin board walls, for a total of four postings. Postings are also allowed in the designated posting area in the Breezeway. No posting on doors, other painted surfaces, or glass. Magnets only inside the building.  No posting on sidewalk surrounding building.

Bell/Knapp Center

To post in the Bell or Knapp Centers, you must give your poster to a complex manager. The complex manager will take care of the posting.
