MOTION SS [111117] – A; Christians United for Israel at Drake Approval

To approve the recommendation made by the Student Affairs Committee (SAC), in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Drake University Student Senate.

1. Whereas, it is the duty of the Student Senate to confirm the approval of new organizations at Drake University;
2. Whereas, Christians United for Israel at Drake (Drake CUFI) has fulfilled all the necessary requirements to be an organization at Drake University;
3. Whereas, the purpose of the organization is to show Christian support for the State of Israel and provide a campus forum through which its members and every Drake student can speak and act with one voice in support of the state of Israel;
4. Whereas, the details of carrying out the purpose will be decided by the active members and will vary according to the needs and wants of the members and will include creating an atmosphere of openness, discussion, dialogue, and education, seeking to promote a fair and balanced framework to understand Israel and the Middle East;
5. Whereas, such activities may include but are not limited to Leaders Meeting and an annual Night to Honor Israel event, Bible studies, music, films, food, educational workshops, activism, and other events that display support for Israel;
6. Whereas, there are currently no group on campus with similar opportunities available to students; 
7. Whereas, this organization will be affiliated with the national organization Christians United for Israel; 
8. Whereas, Drake CUFI is open to any and all students at Drake University; 
9. Whereas, the organization has sustainability plans in place to pass along leadership at Drake University;

MOTION SS [111117] – F; Diversity Interest Senators Committee Appointment Bylaw Amendment

To affirm and enact the proposed amendments in Drake University’s Student Senate bylaws in an effort to continually review, update and improve the governing document of our organization.

1. Whereas, the Diversity Interest Senators are currently required to sit on the Student Fees Allocation Committee, Student Services Committee, and the Campus Advancement Committee;

1. Whereas, the Diversity Interest Senators organize monthly Open Forum discussions aimed at the Drake community regarding various topics of social change;

1. Whereas, the new Open Forum programming that is held once a month more completely aligns the goals and mission of the Diversity Interest Senators than current requirements do In the Student Senate Bylaws;

1. Whereas, these Open Forum discussions have resulted in a safe and open space for students to discuss and voice their opinions where they otherwise may not be heard;

1. Whereas, in addition to Open Forum the Diversity Interest Senators are required to attend monthly Unity Roundtable meetings for multicultural organizations headed by LaTasha Steiger;

1. Whereas, it is the mission of Drake University to prepare students for meaningful personal lives and to instill responsible global citizenship in students;

Now, therefore, be it

Moved. That the following be modified: 

Campus Advancement Committee (CAC)

The Campus Advancement Committee will research and plan new programs and initiatives the Student Senate can bring to and implement at Drake University. The committee shall seek information from officers of the University and other sources, and shall make recommendations for action to the Student Senate.

The committee shall be chaired by the Campus Advancement Committee Chair and shall consist of:

One Diversity Interest Senator

Six to ten students



Student Services Committee (SSC)

The Student Services Committee shall oversee the implementation and maintenance of all programs and initiatives referred to the Student Services Committee by the Campus Advancement Committee or the Student Senate.

The Student Services Committee shall be chaired by the Student Services Committee Chair and shall consist of:

One Diversity Interest Senator

Six to ten students

	Diversity Interest Senator-at-Large

The Diversity Interest Senator-at-Large shall participate in the monthly UNITY table meetings.

The Diversity Interest Senator-at-Large shall coordinate the activities and initiatives of the Diversity Interest Senators. 

The Diversity Interest Senator-at Large may be one of the Diversity Interest Senators to sit on the Student Fees Allocation Committee. The representing senator will be determined at the beginning of the session by the Student Body President and Vice President of Student Life. 

Diversity Interest Senators

The Diversity Interest Senators shall participate in monthly UNITY Table discussions.

The Diversity Interest Senators shall seek to maintain a voice and vote of diversity on the floor of the Student Senate. The diversity that the Student Senate seeks is typified by students who are multicultural (race, ethnicity, national origin) and/or underrepresented (sexual orientation, gender, disability) in the student body.

The Diversity Interest Senator may be one of the Diversity Interest Senators to sit on the Student Fees and Allocations Committee. The representing senator will be determined at the beginning of the session by the Student Body President and Vice President of Student Life.

MOTION SS [111201] – B (PN) Organizational Council (OC) Bylaw Amendment Change

To affirm and enact the proposed amendments in Drake University’s Student Senate bylaws in an effort to continually review, update and improve the governing document of our organization.

1. Whereas, the Organizational Council (OC) currently holds meetings twice a month as a forum for all student organizations and an informational resource;

2. Whereas, the Organizational Council seeks to promote organizational advancement and development, and facilitate cooperation and communication among student organizations;

3. Whereas, the current procedures of the Organizational Council are viewed ineffective in accomplishing its purpose;

4. Whereas, the Organizational Council hopes to create a more personal and beneficial relationship with student organizations by having individual meetings with organizational presidents or executive council members twice a semester;

5. Whereas, the Organizational Council has shared this idea with student organizations and many were receptive to the proposed change;

6. Whereas, the Organizational Council will host two required general meetings, one at the beginning of each semester and at the end of the semester;

7. Whereas, the last meeting of the second semester will host Organizational Senator elections; 

8. Whereas, the Organizational Council will send monthly newsletters to keep organizations informed of Student Senate actions and information that will be beneficial to organizations;

Now, therefore, be it

Moved. That, 

The following be modified and added in the Student Senate Bylaws:

IV.2.5. Organizational Senator Elections

IV.2.5.2. Ballots will be distributed at the last meeting of the 
second 
semester, and collected no more than two weeks later. The Organizational Council representative shall seek input from their organization in completing their ballot.


VIII. Organizational Senators

VIII.1. The Organizational Senators shall collectively have two meetings with each 
of the annually funded and newly approved organization presidents and/or executive council members

VIII.2. The Organizational Senators shall serve the interest of all recognized 
Student organizations in the broadest sense and report to all organizations the Student Senate proceedings once a month

XII.5 Organizational Council (OC)

		XII.5.1 The Organizational Council shall exist as a forum for all student 
organizations. It shall seek to promote organizational advancement and development, and shall facilitate cooperation and communication among student organizations. The Organizational Council shall work with the Office of Student Involvement and Leadership to promote organization interests

XII.5.3 The Organizational Council shall meet as a whole twice a semester, 
and meet with all annual funded organization presidents at least twice a semester individually, with the first meeting falling no more than four weeks after the start of the semester

XII.5.4.2.1 If an annually funded organization fails to 
attend the required semester general body meeting and/or the individual meetings with the Organizational Senators, the organization’s status as an annually funded organization shall be reviewed by the Student Affairs Committee
