MOTION SS [120202] – F; Drake Student Senate Student Fees Handbook Amendment to Address Charity Events

To approve the recommendation made by the Student Fees Allocation Committee (SFAC), in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Drake University Student Senate.

1. Whereas, Student Senate has the authority to amend the Drake Student Senate Student Fees Handbook (“Handbook”), which is section D of Part III of the Student Handbook;

2. Whereas, the “Probationary Funding” portion of the Drake Student Senate Fees Handbook currently states an organization may be placed on probationary funding if “an organization has never before received money from SFAC”;

3. Whereas, this statement implies that an organization could bypass probationary funding by having previously received one-time funding;

4. Whereas, the amendment would close this loophole and make the current practice of SFAC clearer;


Now, therefore, be it

Moved. That, Drake University Student Senate amends the “Probationary Funding” portion of the Drake Student Senate Student Fees Handbook to read:

Before an organization can be approved for full funding, it must appear on “probationary funding.” While on probationary funding, an organization may receive no more than 1% of the total budget allocated to the Student Fees Allocation Committee. An organization shall be on probationary funding if it is approved for funding and any of the following conditions are met:

1. The organization was formally recognized for the first time within the previous 12 calendar months.
2. The organization has never before received an annual budget money from SFAC.
3. The organization has previously had funding revoked because of misconduct.

All budgetary decisions are at the discretion SFAC.

1. Whereas, Student Senate should ensure that the Student Discretionary Fund has sufficient funds to continue to support organizations applying for one-time funding while still ensuring fiscal responsibility in the use of the Student Activity Fee;

2. Whereas, VASA has not fulfilled its duties to use an annual budget for 2011-2012;

3. Whereas, the funds VASA has been allocated are currently idle;

4. Whereas, this proposal demonstrates fiscal responsibility by using monies that are currently idle to enhance campus programming and enable organizations to attend conferences;
