1. Whereas, it is the duty of the Student Senate to confirm the approval of new organizations at Drake University;

2. Whereas, Fellowship of Catholic University Students (FOCUS) has fulfilled all the necessary requirements to be an organization at Drake University;

3. Whereas, the purpose of FOCUS is to foster knowledge of biblical Christianity, Jesus Christ, and the Roman Catholic Church among students at Drake University;

4. Whereas, this organization is a national outreach to college campuses that through small group Bible studies, large group leadership training, and one-on-one mentoring offers the fullness of life in the Catholic Church to all college students;

To approve the recommendation made by the Student Fees Allocation Committee (SFAC), in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Drake University Student Senate.

1. Whereas, DRxUGS is an organization dedicated to the professional development and advancement of pharmacy students through education, service learning and professional camaraderie;

2. Whereas, the Drake Campus Health Screening  will occur on October 22nd, 2011in Olmsted;

3. Whereas, the event would provide Drake students free screenings for blood pressure, blood glucose, bone density, and cholesterol;

4. Whereas, it is recommended that everyone over twenty (20) years old should undergo a cholesterol screening;

5. Whereas, the event would also feature informational booths educating students about other health issues;

6. Whereas, the Campus Health Screening would improve the quality and longevity of student life;

7. Whereas, the event will enhance the educational experience for pharmacy students and encourage learning outside the classroom;

8. Whereas, the event would be able to provide tests for three hundred (300) students;

1. Whereas, Kappa Alpha Psi is a new social, community service oriented,  Greek organization on campus;

2. Whereas, one of Kappa Alpha Psi’s core values is to “inspire service in the public’s interest”;

3. Whereas, the C. Rodger Wilson Leadership Conference will occur on October 26th, 2011 in Champaign, Illinois;

4. Whereas, Kappa Alpha Psi aspires to host this conference at Drake University in the future;

5. Whereas, the conference would provide the opportunity to network with other leaders creating meaningful personal lives;

6. Whereas, four (4) or five (5) members plan to attend the conference;

7. Whereas, the attendees plan to pay out-of-pocket for lodging and meals;

8. Whereas, the attendees would represent Drake University;

Moved. That, Drake University Student Senate allocates $214.25 to Kappa Alpha Psi to cover transportation and registration costs associated with the C. Rodger Wilson Leadership Conference.

MOTION SS [110922] – E; (PN) FY 2012 – 2013 Student Activity Fee Increase

To approve the recommendation made by the Student Fees Allocation Committee (SFAC), in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Drake University Student Senate.

1. Whereas, all full-time undergraduate Drake students currently pay a Student Activity Fee of $66 per semester, or $132 per academic year;

2. Whereas, pursuant to VI.8.5 of the Senate bylaws, “[t]he Student Body Treasurer shall evaluate the Student Activity Fee in the fall semester to ensure the Fee will appropriately provide for student and organizational expenses for the upcoming academic year”;

3. Whereas, pursuant to Motion SS [110414]-A, the 24th Session of Student Senate requested “the Student Activity Fee be increased by $7.00 per semester, effective with the 2012-2013 academic year”;

4. Whereas, the Student Activity Fee has not been increased since 2008-2009;

5. Whereas, Senate should ensure that annually-funded organizations continue to receive the current gross level of financial support from the Student Activity Fee;

6. Whereas, in the past three fiscal years, Student Senate has aimed to allocate $300,000 to annually-funded organizational budgets;

7. Whereas, with the current level of the student activity fee, the $300,000 goal will not be attained without additional funding;

8. Whereas, the increase will allow for organizational growth in upcoming years;

9. Whereas, without an activity fee increase, all annually-funded organization budgets will receive a decrease from their respective budgets received for the current 2011-2012 academic year;

10. Whereas, any change in total enrollment based on projections is not predicted to substantially affect next year’s baseline;

11. Whereas, by scrutinizing projected baseline levels in future years, this proposal promotes the long-term financial health of Student Senate;

12. Whereas, the Student Body Auditor assisted in the creation of and supports this proposal;

13. Whereas, SFAC approved this proposal without objection;

Now, therefore, be it

Moved. That,
Drake University Student Senate increase the Student Activity Fee, which currently stands at $66.00 per semester, by $7.00 per semester, effective with the 2012-2013 academic year.

RESOLUTION SR [110922] – F; Creation of a Study Abroad Scholarship Fund

To support the recommendation made by students of Drake University, in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Drake University Student Senate.

1. Whereas, there is nothing of this sort currently in place at Drake University; 

2. Whereas, study abroad programs can be more expensive than tuition at Drake, hindering students from participating in study abroad programs;

3. Whereas, Drake students are currently able to apply a portion of their Drake University scholarships only to the few affiliated study abroad programs with which Drake is currently affiliated;

4. Whereas, some students have language and cultural study restrictions leaving them with few affordable, affiliated study abroad program options;

5. Whereas, the creation of a Study Abroad Scholarship Fund would financially allow students to take part in a wider variety of study abroad program options than those currently affiliated with Drake University;

6. Whereas, multiple sizable monetary donations have recently been made to Drake University by donors who realize the importance international exposure has on students’ learning and understanding of the world;

7. Whereas, the timeliness of these monetary donations lends itself exceedingly well to the enactment and implementation of a Study Abroad Scholarship Fund whose vision would be focused entirely on positioning and educating Drake’s students and faculty in the international and global forum;

8. Whereas, interactions with other cultures outside of the United States, particularly those that are non-English speaking, promotes and teaches critical language skills and inter-cultural communication in a manner not achievable any other way;

9. Whereas, this Study Abroad Scholarship Fund would enable more students to study abroad; 

10. Whereas, it is Drake University’s mission to promote “responsible global citizenship,” which encompasses pursuing and supporting activities that promote cultural exchange;

11. Whereas, it would be an expectation of students to bring back unique experiences, cultural knowledge, and global connections to share with Drake and its community;

12. Whereas, students, particularly those studying International Relations, International Business, and language, may find studying abroad necessary to accurately demonstrate their depth and breadth of cultural understanding and consciousness – exactly what degrees in these fields are suppose to represent; 

13. Whereas, this would help to ease the financial burden of studying abroad on students and families;

14. Whereas, this is an opportunity for Drake University students to take a stand and voice their support for a student-based initiative for the development of a program that would allow Drake students to have a larger global impact;


Now, therefore, be it

Resolve. That, Drake University Student Senate supports and recommends the creation of a Study Abroad Scholarship Fund to assist students who may be financially hindered from participating in study abroad programs;

Be it further Resolved. That, Drake University Student Senate will assist the faculty and administration of Drake University in any way possible to further the development and implementation of a Study Abroad Scholarship Fund.
